Prayer in silence and solitude was one of the
things that Jesus does, and it gives him the strength and conviction to do what
the Father is asKing of Him - even to be hung upon the Cross.

As a parish, we will join together on Wednesday, October 11, 2017, in the church at 12:00 Noon
and at 6 PM for a special prayer services in honor of Our Lady of La Leche. We will pray the
Morning Glory Consecration Prayer together at those times. Please mark your calendars and plan
on attending- whether you do the consecration now or not.
